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Coe, One of the Fastest
Growing Colleges in Iowa

This fall, Coe Col-
lege saw the highest
overall enrollment in
the college's history as
it welcomed the class of
2022, composed of 445
students.

“Since the fall of
2013, Coe College has
enrolled the six largest
full-time student bodies
in its history, making
Coe the fastest growing
college in the state,” said
Joshua Kite, Dean of
Admission.

Most colleges in
Coe’s comparison

group-made up of
colleges that are com-
parable to Coe in terms
of their mission, their
enrollment and endow-
ment-are struggling to
recruit students.

“It’s a testament to
our current students,
our faculty, our staft,”
said Coe College Pres-
ident David McInally.
“Prospective students
are drawn to Coe more
that they have been
drawn to our compari-
son schools for the last
five years.”

Following a pat-
tern seen over the last
decade, Coe witnessed
high demand and Pres-
ident McInally believes
this is due to Coe’s hard

work to enhance its
facilities and to take
greater advantage of its
location.

“Coe's Center for
Creativity & Careers
initiative drew na-
tional attention when
the Princeton Review
ranked Coe in the top
25 colleges for intern-
ships among all col-
leges and universities
in the United States,”
said Kite. “The strength
of such programs
alongside our excep-
tional liberal arts cur-
riculum conveys Coe's
focus on our mission
and momentum to-
ward maintaining our
strength in the future”

With 25 states and
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seven countries rep-
resented in this group
and 29.3% of the stu-
dents being of color or
international, the new
freshmen class stood
out for its geographical
and ethnic diversity.
While last year’s Class
of 2021 saw an even
larger number of ra-
cially diverse students
(34.8%). According

to president McInally,
overall Coe has been
increasingly becoming
more welcoming and

year’s retention rate
dropped to 74% com-
pared to last year’s 81%,
and McInally said the
college is working to
stabilize the numbers

by tackling the two
main factors influencing
retention rates: academic
progress and financial
pressure.

MclInally said Coe’s
small class size is not
threatened, as the mean
faculty to student ratio
remains 11:1, while in
the colleges in the com-
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ing new apartments or
let more students live off
campus.
The new class’ SAT
average remained consis-
tent, and so did its GPA.
As academic standards
did not lower, Coe can
consider its success as
being the consequence
of a greater interest in
students, says McInally.
“The growth Coe is
seeing only happens if it
is authentic and organic.
Students have so many
opportunities and receive
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diverse.

“I believe that col-
leges that are going to be
most successful need to
look like America, and
the world,” said McInally.
“Coe really went all in
to try to become more
diverse”

According to president
MclInally, retention rate
remains the most signif-
icant place for improve-
ment.

In particular, this

The seventeenth
anniversary of Septem-
ber 11th has come and
gone, but one ambitious
monument has finally
opened to the public:
the impressive Tower of
Voices, created to honor
the forty heroes of Flight
93, who were able to
prevent their plane from
reaching its destination
and sacrificing their lives
to do so.

The tower is a feat
of many different fields,
engineering, acoustics,
computational modeling
and material science ex-
perts all came together to
assist architect Paul Mur-
doch to make his monu-
ment a reality. His vision:
a 93 foot tall concrete
and steel tower-structure
weighing in at 548,000
pounds, housing 40 sep-
arate steel wind chimes
that would sway and sing
with the wind.

The tower is anchored
to the ground through

bea

a system of steel rods
cemented inside steel
casings--a clever work-
around to counter what
lies beneath the tower.
The final site has an
abandoned mine running
underneath, and the earth
was too thin to properly
support the structure.
These steel rods run down
into the ground--some
reaching 83 feet to sup-
port the weight of the
tower properly.
The largest
hurdle was the de-
sign of the chimes.
Murdoch worked
with a team of
computer scientists
to model the site
and see how the
wind would inter-
act with various
types of chimes--
the tower design
itself went through
several iterations
to allow the wind
to approach the
chimes fully.
Engineering the
sound was done
with a engineering
firm, Arup, who
created the acoustic

ers

design of the chimes and
the mechanical mockups
of the chimes themselves.
The 40 chimes are sus-
pended from cables and
have large disc-shaped
strikers inside their steel
bodies, with large alumi-
num plates in between
each chime that act as
sails, catching the wind
and spinning each chime’s
striker to create sound.
Two octaves make
the sounds of the chimes.

Notes are shared be-
tween the chimes, but
due to location and
spacing of each chime,
the sound perceived by
a visitor will be differ-
ent and unique to each
chime.
